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WHAT RECRUITER FAMILIES

NEED TO KNOW

e What is the best school for my child? A
great school for one child may not be the best fit
for another. Consider the programs,
extracurricular activities, and other educational
offerings.

e How can someone support my family if we
are geographically located for away from any

Marine Corps installation? If you are located
near a military installation, regardless of military
branch, reach out to the School Liaison. If you do
not live close to a military installation, reach out
to the ERR/WRR School Liaisons for assistance
with navigating local resources.

e How can | make sure that my child’s school

transition is smooth? Open communication
between the sending school and the receiving
school can help with transitions. Preparing your
child for the move can help. Look up facts about
the new area and find activities that will help you
and the whole family connect with the new
community.

e What if my child needs a tutor or extra

help? Tutor.com/military provides free tutoring
and homework assistance to Marine Corps
dependents in grades K-12. Also, check with your
child’s teacher and school for programs that
might be available at the school or in the
community.

e Can the School Liaison force or make a
school or local education agency change their
policies on behalf of military children? No,
they are department of Defense employees and
are prohibited from participating in activities that
may influence in a manner an official of any
government (federal, state, or local). They are
required by law and Marine Corps policy to
exemplify the highest standards of personal
conduct and integrity when interacting with non-
federal entities.

o |s there anyone | can connect with at the
state level who understand military
children’s needs? You can contact the Military
Interstate Compact State Commissioner, School
Liaisons, and some states have a military
ombudsman who works for the State
Superintendent of Education.

o Are military children given a priority in
selecting classes or enrolling in specialty
programs? No, however, there may be some
instances that the MIC3 can help if your child
was in the class/program at the sending school
and the receiving school offers it. Please note:
The MIC3 allows for flexibility but does not
necessarily require that schools must provide the
exact program.

e What information do | need to
homeschool? Homeschool laws vary from state

to state. Look at the state where you are going
and see what information is available. School
Liaisons can connect you with state/ district
level contacts who may answer specific.

o Are there any exemptions or policies that
protect transitioning military families who
have registered their children for
AP/SAT/ACT testing and are unable to take

the assessment due to a move? No. For more

information on these assessments, visit
www.thecollegeboard.org

e Who can | contact to resolve issues at

the school? Schools have a chain of command
just like the military does. You should always
start with the teacher and then move up to
administration. Depending on the issue, you
may need to contact your local school board
representative.

enroll in school? Are requirements to enroll
in school vary from state to state.

e What do | need to enroll my child in
school? Most school districts require birth

certificate, immunization record, and proof of
residency. Some districts require a copy of the
sponsor’s orders. Visit the district’s webpage

for a complete list of enrollment requirements.
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
